Nature of data
The provision of data is optional. Any refusal to provide the data makes it impossible to carry out the

Processing methods

Categories of recipients

Rights of the data subject

envisaged by paragraph 3 of that article); the restriction of processing of your personal data (in the
presence of one of the conditions indicated in Art. 18, paragraph 1 of the Regulation); the conversion into
anonymous form or block on data processed illegally, including data that do not need to be stored for the
purposes for which they were collected or subsequently processed.

As the data subject, you are also entitled to object in whole or in part:

e on legitimate grounds, to the processing of personal data relating to you, even if it is relevant for the
purpose for which the data were collected;
e to the processing of personal data relating to you for the purpose of promoting initiatives.
